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Purpose

The Mongolian Journal of Demography is a research journal brought out by the Population
Teaching and Research Center, National University of Mongolia. It's immediate objective is to provide an
outlet for wider dissemination of the research being conducted in Mongolian on different population issues.
The ultimate objective is to publish this journal regularly like any other international journal in the
field of Population with contributions from national and international experts.

Note to the Contributors

All material submitted for the consideration of the Editorial Board should be either in English or
in Mongolian, typewritten in double space, on one side only of the white paper ( measuring approximately
21X30 cms). The margins should be generous, at least 3 cms wide, preferably more for the left hand
margin. Manuscript should be submitted in duplicate.

A complete list of references arranged alphabetically by author should also be included at the
end of the manuscript. The name of the author (s) should be followed by the title and subtitle of the
books, names of editors, place of publication, date of publication (in short, there should be sufficient
information to enable readers to locate original sources). A brief introduction about the author ( title and
affiliation, etc.) should be also included.

Manuscript are accepted on the understanding that they are subject to editorial revision.
Contributors should indicate on an accompanying statement or letter that the material has not previously
been published or submitted for publication elsewhere.
