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The Graduate School of Economics at Kobe University offers the following courses within their Master’s program in
Economics to students who have passed the entrance exam.

- The General Course*** There are two tracks within the General Course which help to nurture researchers and
highly-skilled professionals. The Researcher Track is a five-year program which includes taking master and doctoral
level classes, whereas the Highly-Skilled Professionals Track requires taking two years of master level classes only.
After admission, a student shall decide to pursuit either the Researcher Track or the Highly-Skilled Professionals
Track through course selection and registration. Students can choose which track is best for them based on their
interests and preference.
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The Graduate School of Economics is seeking to foster individuals who can conduct research in economics or work
as professionals with a high level of expertise on the basis of a spirit of integrity, freedom, and cooperation which has

been handed down since the establishment of the Kobe Higher Commercial School, our predecessor.

Master’s applicants will be selected based on the following characteristics, which are in accordance with the Diploma
Policy and Curriculum Policy outlined in the Graduate School of Economics’ master’s program: knowledge in
economics, critical thinking skills, quantitative reasoning skills, communication skills, ability to work independently
and within groups, and interest in economics.
